As the awards got rolling, one of the themes that got a lot of air time was one of social change and equality. Patricia Arquette,
whao waon the Best Supporting Actress Oscar for “Bovhood,™ received enthusiastic applause for making a pitch for equal pay for
women. “To every woman who gave birth to every taxpayer and citizen of this nation, we have fought for everybody else’s equal
rights,” she said. “It's our time to have wage equality once and for all and equal rights for women in the United States of
America.”

From the red carpet, where Best Actress nominee Reese Witherspoon spoke
up about a social media campaign (FAskHerMore) encouraging the media to ask women about more than their outfits, to thewr
acceptance speeches on the Oscar stage, many other performers made socially relevant remarks before their time ran out and

they got played off by the archestra.

Adapted screenplay winner Graham Moore (for “The Imitation Game") made extremely personal remarks about why the story
of Alan Turing, a British closeted gay codebreaker during World War Il, resonated with him.

“alan Turing never got to stand on a stage like this and look out at all of these disconcertingly attractive faces. And | do. And now
I'm standing here, and so | would like for this moment to be for that kid out there who feels like she's weird or she's different ar
she doesn't fit in anywhere. Yes you do. | promise you do - you do. Stay weird, stay different.”

Among the studio winners are Fox S=archlight and New Regency, which had a best picture winner for
the second year in a row, Focus Features, which produced a best actor winner for the second year in a row, and Radius-

TWC, which took the Oscar for best documentary for the second vear in a row. Other consecutive vear winners include Sony
Classics with second straight best actress winner and Disney with a second consecutive Oscar for best animated feature.
